Monday, February 26, 2007.  

Met according to adjournment at eleven o’clock A.M. (Mr. Havern in the Chair). 

The Chair (Mr. Havern), members, guests and employees then recited the pledge of allegiance to the flag. 

Distinguished Guests. 

There being no objection, the Chair (Mr. Havern) handed the gavel to Mr. Hedlund for the purposes of an introduction. Mr. 
Hedlund then introduced, in French, students from the Quebec province in Canada who were touring the State House.

Executive Reorganization Plan No. 1 of 2007. 

In accordance with a provision of Joint Rule 23A, the committee on State Administration and Regulatory Oversight, to whom 
was referred Reorganization Plan No. 1 of 2007 (submitted by the Governor under the provisions of Article LXXXVII of the 
Amendments to the Constitution) reorganizing the Governor’s Cabinet and certain agencies of the Executive Department (see 
House, No. 2034),— was placed in the Orders of the Day for the next session (the time within which the said committee 
was required to report having expired), the question being, “Shall this reorganization plan be approved?”
